Details of projects under DLLE:
Career Project (CP)

Status of Women in Society (SWS)

Students under SWS project surveyed women, based on the format of the
interview which has been given by the University of Mumbai.

This project helped
create social awareness in students about the status of women and the problems
faced by them in society.

Population Education Club (PEC)

project helped them to learn management skills and organization skills.
